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Yavapai County
Supervisors OK $12.6M
in first contract

for broadband
improvements

The first round of broad-
band improvements in
Yavapai County using Amer-
ican Rescue Plan Act fund-
ing got the go-ahead from
the Yavapai County Board of
Supervisors this week.

In a unanimous vote in
Cottonwood on Wednesday,
March 16, the supervisors
approved a $12.6 million
contract with CSC Holdings,
LLC (the holding company
for Altice USA, Inc.) for the
construction of broadband
infrastructure and the pro-
vision of broadband services
to unserved and underserved
areas.

Altice was one of three
companies to submit pro-
posals for the project. Other
proposals came in from Spar-
klight and Cox, according to
county officials.

The vote to approve the
contract with CSC Holdings
came after the supervisors
first took the matter into a
closed-door executive session
for discussion. When they
returned to public session
after the executive session,
the supervisors approved the
contract with no additional
public discussion.

According to a coun-
ty memo, the communities
benefiting from the contract
would be:

« Rimrock area, including
Lake Montezuma and Beaver

Creek

o Cornville

o Mayer area, including
Spring Valley and Cordes
Lakes

o Paulden

The $12.6 million is a
portion of the $20 million
that the supervisors had
earlier set aside for broad-
band (high-speed internet)
improvements in unserved
or underserved areas.

And the $20 million was
a portion of the $45.7 million
that the county is receiving
through the American Res-
cue Plan Act (ARPA).

The county went out
for bids for the broadband
improvements in late 2021,
and the bids were received in
December. The results were
then reviewed by a county
RFP review committee, and
the committee recommend-
ed the partial award of the
allocated ARPA funds to CSC
Holdings.

The county memo added
that one or more addition-
al contracts for broadband
infrastructure using the
ARPA money may be present-
ed to the board at a later date.

The construction contract
is expected to run through
Dec. 31,2024, County Admin-
istrator Phil Bourdon said.

Special session looms to replace
significant Arizona tax cuts

PHOENIX — Key Republican
lawmakers and Gov. Doug Ducey
plan to call a special legislative
session to formulate an alternative
to the $1.9 billion tax cut that has
been blocked by a voter referen-
dum.

That alternative would be
an even bigger tax cut and take
effect even sooner than previously
planned.

The goal, however, is the same:
A flat tax rate. And that means the
most wealthy, by virtue of paying
the highest taxes, would get the
biggest relief.

But in order to enact a new
plan, legislators would first need to
repeal the 2021 measure.

That’s the one that foes man-
aged to collect to collect more than
215,000 signatures last year to hold
up enactment until this Novem-
ber’s election, when voters would
get to decide whether to ratify or
reject the plan.

If lawmakers repeal that 2021

measure, however, there is nothing
left to send to the ballot for voters
to consider — even if it is replaced
with a similar proposal.
